Drawstring Back Pack Instructions
SUPPLIES:
Old T-shirt (or ½ yard of fabric)
Coordinating thread
4 yards of cording

1. Cut out two rectangles 15” x 19”
2. Pin together at the bottom with right sides facing each other.
3. Sew ¼” seam along the bottom.
4. Open up into a long rectangle and fold ½” seam to the wrong side of the fabric along both long sides.  Sew ¼” seam down the middle of the folded edges.
5. Fold 2” to the wrong side of both short sides of fabric.  Sew close to the open edge.  (Makes casing for the cording)
6. Fold together pinning along the sides of the bag.  
7. Sew along the seam that is already visible from below the 2” casing and stopping 1” from the bottom of the bag.  
8. Insert the cording:
a. Cut your cording in half and tie small knots in all the edges (to keep from unraveling) 
b. Insert a safety pin into one of the four knots and scrunch and pull cording through one side of the tote bag and then back through the other side so both ends are on the same side of the bag.
c. Insert cording into second piece of cording and starting on the opposite side, scrunch and pull through one side of the bag and then the other so the strings are both coming out of the opposite side as step B.
d. With bag right side out, place string through the bottom corners of the tote bag on the coordinating side of the bag.
e. Flip bag inside out and even out the cording.  Sew the 1” gap shut sewing over the cording (in the bottom corner) and holding it in place.  
9. Flip bag inside out, clip all threads, and you will have a tote bag!
